Summary of the Life of the Apostle Paul

Joseph Smith said of Paul, “He is about five feet high; very dark hair, dark complexion; dark skin; large Roman nose; sharp face; small black eyes, penetrating as eternity; round shoulders; a whining voice, except when elevated, and then it almost resembled the roaring of a lion. He was a good orator, active and diligent, always employing himself in doing good to his fellow man.” TPJS  p.180

· Born in Tarsus as a Roman citizen though his father was also a Jew and Pharisee (Acts 22:3). Had at least one sister that lived in Jerusalem (Acts 23:16).

· Educated by the famed Gamaliel (Acts 22:3)

· Spoke Greek and Aramaic (Acts 21:37, 40)

· Tentmaker by trade (Acts 18:3)

· Tribe of Benjamin (Phili. 3:5)

· A former Pharisee and persecutor of Christians  (Phili. 3:6);  believed to be a member of the Sanhedrin so as to consent to Steven’s death (Acts 7).

· Had been married at one time. 

· After his conversion he spent his years preaching the gospel and in prison. He travel perhaps as far as Spain.

· Name changed from Saul “Desired” to Paul “Small”
· Wrote more than half of the New Testament books (14).

· Believed to have been beheaded in Rome after the Christians were blamed for the city burning in 65 AD. 
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
